     The above graph 
compares the number of 
families served by the Food 
Pantry Network of Licking 
County per month in 1997, 
2010 and in 2011. 

     In 2011, the Food Pantry 
Network provided 34,268 
families with a three or 
more day supply of food.  
That accounts for over 
1,700,000 pounds of food 
being distributed to the 
hungry citizens of Licking 
County.    

Soup Kitchen - Year In Review 

     With the financial backing by the Food Pantry Network of Licking County.  The Food  
Pantry Network/Salvation Army Community Soup Kitchen has been operational for almost 
an entire year.  The kitchen opened to the public on March 28th of last year and since has 
become a primary feeding program within Licking County.   
     Open 7 days a week, 365 days a year, the soup kitchen served over 73,000 meals this past 
year.  The staff at the Salvation Army have done a wonderful job in providing well balanced 
meals to those who are in need.  They are also providing much more than a hot meal on any 
given day.  I sat down and spoke with a few of the regulars, and  this meal has become a 
time for them to visit and talk with each other, because the Salvation Army has made them 
feel like they are part of the family.  Thank you to all of you who have supported the Food 
Pantry Network over the past few years in helping us make this a reality within Licking 
County.       



WHAT IS THE FOOD PANTRY NETWORK  
OF LICKING COUNTY? 

The Food Pantry Network of Licking County is a cooperative that was established in 1981 to coordinate the 
acquisition and distribution of emergency food supplies by working through its member food agencies.  The 
largest support comes from the local community in the form of cash contributions and food drives.  There 
are 33 member pantries and social service agencies who distribute food or provide on-site feeding programs 
for the needy.  The vast majority who work to distribute food are volunteers.
